Abstract

The aim of this research was to discover the role of family violence and
psychological alienation in predicting the trend towards extremism
among a sample of secondary school students in Jeddah. Also, it aim to
define the relationships between the research variables. Also, it aim to
discover the differences in the research variables among some
demographic variables (Gender- Parent Education Level- Marital status
of the parents). The researcher used the Descriptive predictive
comparative method, for measuring variables, the researcher used: the
scale of Domestic violence prepared by Zainab Shugair and Samira Kurdi
(2013), Psychometric alienation scale by Zeinab Shugair (2001), and
measure of the Trend towards extremism by Muhammad Abu Dawaba
(2012).

The sample of the research including (551) student of high school in
Jeddah, including (220) students and (331) students. The most important
results were: There is a positive correlative correlation between the
Domestic violence and psychological alienation among secondary school
students in Jeddah, there is a positive correlative relationship between the
trend towards extremism and domestic violence among secondary school
students in Jeddah, and there is a positive correlation between the trend
towards extremism and psychological alienation among secondary school
students in Jeddah.

The results showed that the trend towards extremism through domestic
violence was predictable. The results showed that the contribution of the
regression model to domestic violence and psychological alienation in
predicting the trend towards extremism reached 36.5%.

There are differences in the level of domestic violence according to the
sex variable for the benefit of females. It also revealed differences in the
level of domestic violence according to the variable of the social situation
for the benefit of the children of the divorced parents. Also showed
differences in the level of domestic violence, according to the variable
educational level of the Lab for the primary level of education of the
father, while there are no differences in the level of domestic violence,
according to the variable educational level of the mother, There are
differences in the level of psychological alienation according to the sex
variable in favor of males, as the research and there are differences in the
level of psychological alienation according to a changing social situation
for the benefit of students who were the children of the divorced parents.
The results showed that differences in the level of psychological
alienation according to the variable level of education for the father in
favor of the level of university father education. The results also showed
differences in the level of psychological alienation according to the



variable level of education of the mother in favor of secondary education
level, and there are differences in the level of trend towards extremism
according to gender variable in favor of males. The results showed that
there were differences in the level of trend towards extremism according
to the social situation variable for the benefit of female students separated
from parents. The results did not reveal any differences in the level of the
trend towards extremism according to the educational variable of the
father or mother.

Considering the results of the research, the researcher made many
scientific recommendations, and the researcher considering the results of
some of the research proposals.
